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Terms of Public Auction for Groundnut Seed Production through Contract Farming in Kharif 2026
Season at ICAR-IIGR, RRS, Anantapur

1. Approximately 8 acres of land is to be contracted at the ICAR-Indian Institute of Groundnut
Research (IIGR), Regional Research Station (RRS), Anantapur for Kharif 2026. This area may increase
or decrease. Payment will be based on the actual sowing area.

2. ICAR-Indian Institute of Groundnut Research, Regional Research Station, Anantapur office will
provide the required quantity of 80 kg pods/acre for sowing free of cost, which will have to be returned
to the office at the time of harvesting. All expenses related to fertilizers, medicines, pesticides, labour
and other necessary agricultural equipment, tractor etc. will have to be borne by the person/firm
owning the land on contract basis.

3. On the leased land Only the peanut varieties provided by the ICAR-Indian Institute of
Groundnut Research will be sown on the contracted land. Seeds of any other variety will not be
allowed.

4, After harvesting, the groundnuts must be cleaned, graded, and mandatorily
returned/submitted to the Institute. Payment for the submitted groundnuts will be made at the
Minimum Support Price (MSP) rate declared by the Government of India for that year.

5. The price per acre (4000 m?) paid by the successful bidder is inclusive of electricity bill, no
separate electricity bill will be charged.
6. The land will be given in the same condition as it is, and all necessary agricultural work

(ploughing etc.) will have to be done by the land contract holder on the basis of the contract. After
the season is over, the land will have to be returned in the same condition in which it was taken.

7. The successful bidder has to deposit 25% of the total auction amount within a week to be
allowed to work on the land, the remaining 75% has to be deposited within 10 days after harvesting
the crop

8. All the water motors will be demonstrated in working condition by the office once and then
all the responsibility of repair etc. will be of the land holder and finally at the time of handing over the
land all the water motors will have to be handed over in working condition.

9. For on-site inspection, the Farm Department can be contacted in person from Monday to
Friday, between 9:00 AM and 5:30 PM.

10. The landholder/firm will be responsible for any damage to the crop due to rain, storm or other
natural calamity during the contracted period.

11. The necessary irrigation pipes, which are available with the Institute's field department, can
be used. After completion, they will need to be arranged on stands. Only available HDPE pipes will be
allowed to be used; no additional pipes will be provided.

12. The total tenure of the land will be from 15-06-2026 to 14-12-2026 or till the completion of
crop work

13. If any kind of accident or mishap occurs during the entire crop season, the contracted
landholder will be solely responsible for it, which should be taken special care of.
14. If any property of the Institute is damaged during the season, the contracted landholder will

have to get it repaired.

15. All types of payments have to be made through online/RTGS in the office.

16. The Director, IIGR Junagadh has the absolute right to cancel the auction at any stage without
assigning any reason thereof.
